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U.S. CONGRESSMAN THREATENS LEGISLATION

Tokyo pressed to lift war criminals’ veil

. WASHINGTON - (Kyodo) A
prominent Democratic con-
gressman said Wednesday he
"was appealing directly to
Prime Minister Kejzo Obuchi
to end Tokyo's rejection of -
"*hington’s requests for
o in identifying suspected:
Japandse war crimigals if
wan{s to bar from entering
the United States.

California Rep. Tom Lantos
said at a news conference'that
should Obuchi fail to respond
positively to his request, con-

" tained in an Oct. 27 letter, he
would submit legislation to
force the issue.

While the congressman has
yet to draft his proposed legis-
lation, he anticipated broad
bipartisan support for press-

_ ing Tolktyo to open all its mili-

tary and diplomatic archives
dating before the end of World
War IL

“The continued refusal of

your government to deal with
K" - issues regarding Ja-
B s past is inconsistent with
your nation's demecratic and
political culture,” Lantos
wrote in the letter.

Lantos, the only surviver of
the Holocaust ever elected to
the 1.8, Congress, said he be-
lieves Obuchi shares his
“moral revulsion” for the

afrocities commitied by the
Iraperial Japanese Army.

“(The) concealment, stone-
walling and inaction that has
been perpetuated by the gov-
ernment of Japan regarding
(war criminals) is unworthy
of your government,” Lantos
wrote.

Lantos focused on the Impe-

rial army’s chief blological

warfare arm, Unit 731, which
operated in Harbin, China,
during the war.

Thousands of Chinese civil-
ians and prisoners of war
were killed there in biological
warfare and other experi-
ments. .

Details of the unit’s activi-
tles have come to light oniy
recently as a result of the dis-
closure of wartime U.S. gov-
ernment records and testimo-
ny from former unit
members.

Lantos was a guest speaker
‘at a news conference on Capi-
tol Hill. It had been called by
representatives of the Simon
Wiesenthal Center, a Jewish
human rights organization re-
nowned for pursuing the per-
petrators of the Holocaust,
and the Alliance in Memory of
the Victims of the Nanjing
Massacre, a sindilar Chinese-
American organization.

Representatives from the
two organizations were in
Washington to meet with U.S.
Attorney Geseral Janet Reno
and Pentagon officlals to
press for the revocation of
amnesties granted by the U.5.
after World War II to Japa-
nese docters and scientists
suspected of war atrocities.

At the war’s end, U.S. Pen-
tagon and intelligence offi-
cials shielded Unit 731’s top
scientists from prosecution in
return for their data because
the U.S. was urgently devel-
oping its own germ warfare
program. .

Rabbi Abraham Cooper, as-
sociate dean at the Wiesen-
thal €enter, said it is difficult
for the Nadi hunters of his or-
ganization to understand why
Japanese war criminals were
allowed to return heme after
the war to a normal life as re-
spected members of society.

He called the deal made by
the U.S. government a “stain
on Ameriean history.” But he
also bailed the federal gov-
erment’s more recent efforts
.to admit such mistakes and
apologize for them.

Cooper said the representa-
tives got a warm reception at
the Justice Department,

The Justice Department’s
worldwide list of war crimes
suspects now includes the
names of ahout 80,000 Ger-
mans and other Europeans
associated with the Holocausi
but has fewer than 100 names
of suspected Japanese war
eriminais.

Eli Rosenbaum, director of
the department’s Office of
Special Investigations, which
maintains the “watch list,”
helds that the Japanese gov-
ernment’s refusal to confirm
the birth dates of other sus-
pected Japanese war crimi-
nals is keeping many more
names off the list. '

Japan has argued that any-
one named on the list would
either have escaped indict-
ment, or would have already
served out a term of impris-
onment following conviction,
so the question of their legal

status is now irreversibly set.

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Haider apologizes to Austrian Jews for Nazi praise

VIENNA (AP) Distancing’

himself from what he called
“misleading comments,” far-
right Austrian leader Joerg
Haider apologized Friday to
tis country’s Jewish commu-
nity for his past praise of Nazi
policies.

His comments were the lat-
est in a series meant to
change his image following
.Oct. 3 elections that catapuit-
ed his Preedom Party into
second place in the polls and
made him a key player in ne-

, Eotiations for Austria’s next
; government.

| But after Haider spoke,
! tens of thousands of people
* rallied in downtown Vienna to
demonstrate against any par-
ticipation by Haider or his
| party in the government, and
to protest the worsening cli-
mate in Austria for minorities
and foreignmers. The protest,
organized by 200 political,
pacifist, cultural and human
rights groups, was peaceful.

Organizers said 706,000
turned out for the demonstra-
tion. Police put the number at
25,004.

Befcre the protest, Haider
condemned the gathering as
antidemocratic “street pow-
er,” But that failed to deter
demonstrators, who first
filled the street in front of

Hig party’s election. cam-
patgn played or Austrians’
suspicion of fereigners, with
the Vienna branch distribut-

ing posters that warned of
“Ueberfremdung,” or over-
foretgnization — a term also
used by the Nazis in calling
for a pure German rage. |

During Fridays speech to
party supporters, Haider
apologized to the country’s
Jewish commprunity for huri-
ing them through any “mis-
{eading comments.”

“I am personally sorry, be-
cause I think thai I have hurt
the feelings of peopie who
were themseives victims of
Kational Socialism or their
relatives,” he said. “In no way
de these commenis express
my personal values of {oler-
ance aod humanity.” .

He aiso said i the Freedom
Party becomes part of the
country’s governing coalition,
“ne pne needs to pack their
bags. No one needs to leave
his homeland.”

— that, too, seemed ambigu-
ous. The Freedom Party does

 With the removal of a loop-
hole that made Japan the cen-
ter of child pornography for
Internst pedophiles world-
wide, police in Japan now
face the dammting task of find-
ing, identifying and nzbhiog
offenders.

Long before the law against
child prostitution and pornog-
raphy went into effect Mon-
day, child pornography Web
sites went “underground,”
sald Yutaka Yimori, director
of Cyber Angels’ Japan divi-
sion, an Internet watchdeg
group. “You won't {ind any-
thing by searching for ‘kiddie
porn’ on Yehoo.”

But that doesn't mean it's
not out there.

After the passage in April of
legislation banmiag the sale,
distribution, production, pos-
gesgion and trading of child

pornography, Japanese law

enforcement officers were

goon inundated with informa- -

tion on URLS from police and
activists abroad. .
The numbers alone are

-gaumting.

Cyber Angels claims to
have information on some 300
Japzn-based Web sites that
was promptly turneg over {o
{ocal police cofficials in Gelo-
ber. More images, totaling
about 50, reached Iimori on
Friday for analysis.

“The situaiion is serious,”
sald Yuji Fajlyama, an offi-
cial from the Juvenile Divi-
ston of tha National Police
Agency. “Somne say perpetra-
tors have been frightenad into
getting their stoff off the Net
— 1 don't belleve it.” .

The numbers have been ris-
ing exponentially in the last
couple of years, he said.

Children’s rights advocates

The new law forbids the
sale and distribution of porno-
graphic materials involving
people under age 18, but does
not include “manga” comics
that depict juvenile sex.

Although the bil} originally
aimed to keep all pornogra-
phy depicting children in sex
acts out of the market, manga
were excluded.

Yoshihisa Togo, executive
director of the Japan Com-
mittee for UNICEF, said his
organization has insisted that
manga be covered by the law.

Although the law protects
individual children’s rights,
the concept of their collective
rights does not seem to be ad-
dressed. “Even if manga do
not identify a specific child,
they still violate the image of
children as a whole,” he said,

Junko Miyamoto, coordina-
tor of ECPAT, a group fight-
ing child prostituiion in Ja-
pan, has worked for years to
see the law against child pern
2o into effect.

Before the law was enacted
in May, she expressed disap-
pointment that manga were
excluded from the law and
emphasized that “any depic-
tion that shows and justifies
child abuse should be crimi-
nalized.”

“When we have a photo of a
young girl in a white bikini,
we wonder if it wil! be viewed
as a bathing suit as a legiti-
mate outfit or as underwear,”
the editor said.

KAWASAKI — A 15-year-old
Filipino girl told a group of
Japanese high school stu
dents of her experiences of
being sexually exploited by
foreign travelers and called
for a worid in which chii-
dren's rights are not abused.

Raised by poor relatives, of
whom she only remembers
“shouting and stapping,” after
her parents had abandoned
her, Pia requested that her
last name be withheld. She
was forced to make her own
way in the world at the age of
eight, she {old students at the
Kanagawa Minami High
School,

Lured by a prostitution bro-
ker who said she was going to
work “cleaning hotel rooms,”
she started to take customers,
including Japanese, “Al-
though 1 kunew I was doing
something wrong, I was in
need of money,” she said
through an interpreter.

After being rescued by po-
lice at the age of 12, Pia has
since been living at a shelter
run by the PREDA founda-
tion, a nongovernmental or-
ganization for abused chil-
dren based in the Philippine
city of Olongapo.

Pia is now helping the foun-
dation and publicizing its ac-

-tivities by ta!king about what

she endured at a range of pub-
lic meetings, including the
U.N. Convention on Rights of
the Child forum, held in To-
kyo last week, .

“I want people to learn
something from my experi-
ences,” she told a group of the
school's Volunteer Workers
Club and members of the stu-
dent couneil.

“I want children all over the
world to know and fight for
their rights,” she said.

Although she resembles an
ordinary 15-vear-oid, or could
even even be mistaken for
someone younger, Pla asked
the Japanese students some
searching questions during
their discussions.

Asked their reactions to
Japanese adults who visit the
Philippines to buy sex from
children, one of the female
students said, “I kind of feel
ashamed of myself for not
knowing there are (so many
Japanese men) doing such
things.”

Asked by a Japanese stu-
dent what surprised her most
during her visit to Japan, Pia
responded, “Before I came to
Japan, I thought all Japanese
were sadists,” adding that she
now bequygs that most Japa-

nese are friendly. - .
Pia also told the students

" that if they see their friends

becoming involved in “enjo
kosai,” the euphemistic term
given to the recent trend of
teenage girls engaging in
prostitution to huy expensive
clothes or fashionable acces-
sories, they should instead
rake the girls feel they are
loved by somebody.

Pia and Gladys Escasa, the

foundation’s paralegal offj-

cer, spoke at three other high
schools this week. They will
leave Japan on Saturday.
